Chancellor’s Cup Competition

The 2024 Homecoming Executive Committee structures the Chancellor’s Cup
Competition to enable more students the opportunity to participate in Homecoming
Week activities.

1. Any 1 student organization or affiliated group of students (i.e.- a leadership
role group, a class, a cohort, an AUM program, leader team, resident hall floor)
is welcome to participate as a team.

2. Participants must be full-time or part-time AUM students in good standing with
the University.

3. Each team must designate a team captain to serve as the official liaison for rules,
etc.

4. Participants may only compete on one team. Once team rosters are submitted,
no trading can take place.

5. Team points will be announced at various Homecoming events and posted on
your quad team or organization sign at various times throughout the week.

6. Each competing team member must check-in when attending a Homecoming
event. Only those listed on the team roster will be able to participate in the
event.

7. Teams must have at least three members and a maximum of six to compete.

8. Any unsportsmanlike conduct including, but not limited to, visible intoxication,
disorderly behavior, or vandalism of any kind during the week of Homecoming
will result in immediate disqualification of a team or an individual at the sole
discretion of the Office of Student Involvement and Leadership programs.

To ensure that all involved parties
are treated with honor, respect, and dignity, the following Participant Conduct Policy
will be strictly enforced. Please note that the conduct policy is also extended for
preparations or any event/program where official activities begin prior to the start of
Homecoming week.

Participant Registration/Waiver Process:

It is the policy of Homecoming Rules that every individual who plans to participate in
Homecoming 2024 Activities and Events register and complete the Participant Waiver.
This Waiver also ensures that participants are aware of major policies pertaining to the
activities they will participate in and that they have completed the Physical Activity
Waiver, when applicable. Any participant found to have NOT completed the registration
process, could cost their team a point deduction or disqualification.

4. After the competition portion, all money raised will be donated to the local
charity selected by the winning team. Teams should select a charity prior to
Monday, February 5, 2024, and should get charity approved by Student Affairs
staff member.

5. Atthe end of each day, collection jars will be held in the Student Affairs office for
safe keeping.

6. Each team is encouraged to decorate their jar for their team. Jars should also
identify which charity the team is supporting.

7. 3.In creating your design, please remember these guidelines/suggestions:

8. The maximum size for a structure is 5 ft long x 5 ft wide. Designs must fit within
these dimensions, or a penalty will be applied.

9. Teams should create dimension in their design by building vertically as well as
horizontally.

10. Different types of coins (i.e. quarters, dimes, nickels) may be used to serve as
different colors/tones of your design.

11. Teams will have 2 hours to complete their designs. Sketches created prior to the
event will be allowed.

12. Judging will take place at 3:30pm on Thursday, February 8. Scoring will be
determined using the rubric attached at the end of this packet. People’s choice
will also receive a 25pt bonus added on to their score.

13. Following the event, all coins will be donated to the winning team’s charity of
choice.
